The Government Accounting Standards board issued Statement No 84 in January 2017 regarding Fiduciary activities. The City has held the funds for the Browerville Days Committee as a fiduciary account for many years, as holders of an account for another entity the funds in that account were not subject to all Governmental Standards. Due to the ruling in statement 84 the City can no longer hold these funds without applying all Governmental accounting standards to these funds. The expenses paid out of that account do not meet the definition of public purpose and therefore cannot continue. The Statement was effective for any reporting period after 12/15/2018. The Browerville Lions has agreed to handle the funds for Browerville Days. Motion by Iten, Second by Fenner to issue a check to the Browerville Lions for the balance in Fund 849 and close that fund. CU

The council was given an annual report of financial adjustment made in the Utility Billing software.
