DEPARTMENT REPORTS:			

Liquor Store:   A contractor meeting was held regarding the upcoming improvements, when we get closer to bar completion the date will be set for removal of the existing bar. We will be listing the existing Bar for sale to the public and reviewing the offers at the March meeting.
Public Works:  There was an incident with the plow truck, insurance has been notified, the other party involved was given our insurance provider information and has not contacted the City or insurance company, there were no injuries and no damage to City equipment. The public works staff continue to be very busy with snow removal/hauling.
Fire:  Chief Sutlief reported that they had interviewed Kolby Kruse for the fire department, and he recommended approval of his appointment to the department. 
Motion by Fenner, second by Iten to approve the recommendation to add Kolby Kruse to the Fire Department roster. CU Council member Wieshalla abstaining.
Ambulance: Ambulance Director Robert Toews has turned in his resignation effective 02/24/19. The assistant director and city staff will assist with needs until a replacement is appointed. Administrator Freie is recommending the addition of an officer/s to the ambulance department allowing a group to share the responsibilities and assist with decision making, creating a structure similar to the Fire Department.

Other Business:  
Donation Request by Hilltop Regional Kitchen- Council requested a report of utilization. Request tabled until next meeting.

They were offered the same provisions that previous buyers were given, the city will sell the lot for less than market value if certain economic development requirements are met including employment, building value and time frame.

Dialogue Items: 

Update on the Donation of 333 Gillis (former Lakewood Clinic Lot) to the City. We should be closing on this soon. An interested party has approached the city, they would require TIF (tax increment financing) if they were to build on that site. We must list the sale to the public first and then move forward with any offers at that time.

City administration has been contacted by Wenck Associates Inc, they have been retained by Todd County to assist with evaluation of operations and construction of a new transfer station at the same site. They would like to bring City utilities to the facility. This would require annexation of that property into the city, and construction of the sewer service under Hwy 71, water service is already available on the west side of the highway near that area. There are several things to consider and this is very preliminary at this time. No action required.

The board of Appeals and Equalization meeting has been set by the county for the City of Browerville, April 8 at 1pm at Browerville City Hall.
      
The community center carpet was installed one year ago and there are several areas of concern where the carpet is unraveling. Administrator Freie will contact the seller/installer and see what warranty options are available.
