DEPARTMENT REPORTS:			

Liquor Store:   Angie Benning, Liquor store manager reported we had a good month in February. The flooring is starting to go in as part of the updates approved 12/12/18.
Public Works:  Chuck Buhl the Public Works Director is being awarded a MPCA WWTP facility operation award at the annual training the end of this month. The department remains very busy with snow removal and storm sewer clearing. Questions regarding street parking for vehicles that have been left all winter were brought up, we do have an ordinance regulating this, it will be reviewed, and contact made with owners of such vehicles. The water main on Creamery froze last week, they were able to open it up and households on creamery are running their water at this time to keep the main open.
Fire:  No report
Ambulance: There has not been a recommendation from the department for a new director, Administrator Freie will attend the next meeting to facilitate a recommendation process for officers. There is a new EMT class starting tonight with a potential to add more EMTS to our roster. 
Law Enforcement: Chief Deputy Marcyes was available for questions, he provided information regarding a dog/dog attack on Creamery St. Law enforcement has issued a citation and the dog has been declared a dangerous animal the owner has 14 days to comply with all requirements of being declared dangerous or turn the animal over. There was a break in Pro ag in Browerville on the evening of 3/11 morning 3/12. Marcyes answered questions he could regarding snowmobile traffic, concerns regarding traffic speed on County Road 21, engine braking and loud exhausts.
