DEPARTMENT REPORTS:			
Liquor Store:   The Bar has been installed and the flooring is complete. The plumbers and electrician will be finishing re-connecting tomorrow morning.
Public Works:  The 2018 IP project will begin work on the alleys next week, a punch list of issues will be worked on in the coming weeks. Water tower repair date has not been set, but careful coordination with the Fire Department and Dans prize will be needed as the tower will be offline for a few weeks and if the system loses pressure it will cause major issues. Public works director notified the council he will be bringing proposals for replacing water filters at the water plant when the tower is down as they are aged, and water quality is being affected, while the tower is being worked on is a good time to complete that project.  The 11th street overlay was discussed, the road needs repair, but the complete rebuild won’t be for several years. The road has held up well based on its age and the overlay is the best option to address the current issues in the interim. The county is planning a mill/overlay on County 14 East for 2021 and plans to complete this up to the intersection of Hwy 71.
Fire:  none
Ambulance:  Recommendation received to appoint Denise Biggs as the Ambulance Director. Motion to appoint Denise Biggs for calendar year 2019 by Iten, second by Wieshalla. CU
The ambulance department will need to present the council with recommendations for officers the first meeting of the year annually.
Law Enforcement: Monthly report received from the Sheriffs department.

Initiative Foundation donation request, declined.
Motzko field playground equipment options reviewed, motion by Minor, second by Fenner to purchase option 3 with the donations received. CU The Lions Club will assist with installation, delivery 3-4 weeks after order placed.

Councilman Fenner inquired about setting up a committee for City enhancement as a plan is needed in order to request grant funds. Discussed including residents and business owners in the committee. Mr Fenner has approval of the council to work on this project.
