Citizens:

Dale Gimbel was in to discuss the slope on his property at the end of 3rd St. He was questioned why he would not sign the temporary work easement allowing the construction crew to go on his property last fall to do more grading. He gave verbal permission to have the slope re-graded at this meeting.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:			
Liquor Store:   Manager Angie Benning discussed some of the things that were done during the bar update and plans to schedule semi-annual deep cleaning. They are preparing for Browerville days. Discussion was held regarding having a safe upfront for petty cash, Motion by Iten second by Fenner to purchase the safe from Browerville Hardware.
Public Works:  Chuck Buhl was in with estimates for replacement of the water treatment filters Motion by Wieshalla, second by Minor to accept the low estimate of $76,000 from Vessco. CU Buhl also requested approval for replacing 3 main lift pumps for the main lift station, the current pumps are 11 and 12 years old and are no longer repairable. Motion to replace the three lift pumps by Wieshalla, second by Iten CU.

Motion to publish summary ordinance for two weeks prior to the next meeting at which time the ordinance can be presented to the council for approval by Wieshalla, second by Minor CU
Dialogue Items:
The Mayor and City administrator executed documents with the City Attorney to accept the donation of the lot, and a for sale sign has been placed. Council discussed selling price; it was determined to ask market value as listed on the property taxes. Discussion regarding vehicles that have been parked on that lot for some time. Now that the lot is City property, they need to meet city ordinances regarding length of time they can be left there and licenses and registration. A letter will be sent to the Land owner and the renter.
