DEPARTMENT REPORTS:			
Liquor Store:   Manager Angie Benning reported that Browerville days went well, and they had a good month.
Public Works:  The Water tower maintenance and repair is coming along slowly, hoping to start painting late this week. The 11th St overlay is still pending, contractors are behind due to the late thaw this spring, Chuck is reviewing the need for asphalt curb on the hill to help move runoff to the storm drains. WWTP pumps are on order and the small station should be going in this Friday. A memo from the Engineer regarding the 2018 IP. The contractor is not willing to offer contract pricing for the change request to add a retaining wall to two lots on 4th St. The anticipated cost was estimated to be around $60,000, the council requests the City Administrator get additional estimates for this, and not proceed with the wall through the contractor.
