WWTP Inspection report from the MPCA received and reviewed by the Council.
The council reviewed estimates for a retaining wall on the south side of 4th street, and considered a number of options, following discussion and review of the circumstances surrounding the affected properties it was decided the resolution would be that the current land owners of parcels 30-0004800 and 30-0004700 would not be penalized for not maintaining the lawn in the City right of way.
The 2020 budget was presented to the council to review before setting the preliminary Levy at the September meeting.
