Official Minutes of the Browerville City Council
Meeting Date: October 9, 2018  


The monthly Browerville City Council Meeting for October met at City Hall on October 9, 2018 and was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members Heid, Wieshalla, Fenner and Santer were present.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda:
a) Approval of Minutes of the September 12, 2018 meeting
b) Payment of Claims in the amount of: $314,967.44	
c) Building Permits: Dan’s Prize to build a 17’ x 14’8” x 15’H addition on the north side of existing plant.
Motion by Fenner second by Santer to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  CU

Department Reports:			
Liquor Store: Angie Benning was present to update the Council.  September sales were good.  The month of October will be busy for the Liquor Store with Halloween, the Fire Fighters’ Raffle and Panther Distillery’s Whiskey Tasting event.

Public Works: Chuck Buhl was present to update the Council.  The pipe work has been completed in the project area.  There have been 22 days of rain that have slowed the project down.  R.L. Larson has come to an agreement with the City staff for sweeping in the project area at a price of $120.00 per hour.  
The water tower paint and repair project has been set back until next spring (cost to remain the same as quoted) due to concerns that the City water pressure could be negatively impacted causing issues for Dan’s Prize and the rest of the City.
Partial Payment Request #4 to R. L. Larson for work completed was reviewed by the Council.  Motion by Wieshalla, second by Santer to approve the payment.  CU

Fire: P.J. Sutlief was present to update the Council.  Long time member of the Fire Department, Bill Buhl, has tendered his resignation.  Bill served on the Fire Department for 30 year, 18 years of which he served as Fire Chief.
The Fire Department has two new members, Nate Petermeier and Tim Zastrow.
The Fire Department has responded to 86 calls over the past 11 months.
The City underwent an ISO (Insurance Service Office) audit.  The city old ISO rating was a Six with a One being best and a Ten being worst.  Due to the increased water pressure(result of improvement projects), newer fire trucks, the Fire Department’s community involvement and education, the City’s ISO rating was changed to a Five.
The City applied for and is the recipient of a FEMA Grant in the amount of $161,838.00.  The funds will be used to purchase new bunker gear and SCBA equipment.

Ambulance:  Bob Toews was present to update the Council.  The new ambulance and lift cot have arrived.  Bob brought the ambulance to City Hall so that Council, staff and community members could see the new rig.

Motion by Wieshalla second by Santer to approve Department Reports.  CU

Other Business:  
1. Resolution 10092018 – a resolution granting the legal authority to the new City Administrator to perform the City’s legal and financial business.  Motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner to approve the resolution.  Cu
1. 525 Main Street – after discussing the fact that a steel roof will not work on the building and that the repairs that Council member Santer asked for a bid for, would not make the building usable but only seal up the roof, fix the ceiling and floor, the Council discussed the option of removing the building.  Council member Santer then stated that the gentleman who had provide the quote might be interested in purchasing the building.  Santer had no answer when asked why this option had not previously been brought to the Council.  The building will be a topic at the special meeting on October 12th.
1. Hilltop Kitchen – Council heard that a donation to the Hilltop Kitchen was not a clear yes or no option.  Based on the lack of clear guidance a motion was made by Wieshalla, seconded by Santer to provide a donation in the amount of $250.  CU
1. Resolution 10-09-2018A Hazardous Mitigation Plan Adoption – motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner to approve the resolution.  CU
1. Personnel Policy – Council member Fenner made a motion, seconded by Santer, to amend the Personnel Handbook to include required attendance of Department Heads at Council meetings on a quarterly basis and monthly reports for inclusion in monthly Council packets.  CU
