Liquor Store:   Another good month excluding capital expense for freezer $6830.74 
Public Works:  No update on 2018 IP, the backordered water filtration parts arrived, it was discovered there was deteriorating paint on the interior walls that needed to be repaired before the new media could be installed. It is curing now, and they intend on completing the update next week. School addition/sewer line move update, we have construction agreement drawn up and provided to the school to execute, when received we will review quotes and award contract.

OTHER BUSINESS:

A request for reduction of repayment on a residential loan on 2009 joint SCDP program with Long Prairie was reviewed by the council. Per the policies adopted by both councils a provision exists regarding medical circumstances, allowing a reduction of the repayment based on the years remaining.  Motion by Wieshalla, second by Minor to reduce the repayment on a 2012 loan for 101 Main St S, by the allowed 10% per year prorated based on date of sale. CU

The 2018 Audit report was received by the council, the City is in good financial condition showing good fund status and capital asset value. The state recommend Cities have a general fund balance equal to or greater than 6 months expense, the city is well over this amount. Along with the regular audit a report that the requirement to perform a single federal audit was missed by both the administrator and auditor. The city has not done a single federal audit in the past, use of the PFA clean water and drinking water revolving funds exceeded the $750,000 threshold triggered the new requirement. The PFA will accept the report until 12/31/19. This is a funding specific requirement and is billable to the project. Motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner to accept the engagement letter from Brian Koehn to perform this audit. CU. 

Resolution 100919a updating the damage deposit for the Community center from a flat fee to a schedule based on use and capacity, triggered by additional costs related to carpet cleaning as a result of renters leaving the facility in unacceptable condition. Motion by Fenner, second by Wieshalla to approve updated fee schedule. CU

A construction agreement between School District 787 and the City was reviewed by the council, there will be no expenses paid by the city, the school will reimburse all expenses related to the project including and not limited to legal, engineering and construction. Resolution 100919b approved by the council authorizing Mayor Heid and Administrator Freie to execute the agreement to move forward with the project. Motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner, CU.

Request by Administrator Freie to change City hall hours on Tuesday to 8-5 and Wednesday 8-3 the hours will be posted.

The City will again participate in downtown trick or treating, the council was invited to hand out candy if they are available 3-5pm Thursday 10/31/19.

A special meeting of the Browerville City Council will be held at 8am Wednesday 10/16/19 to review the quotes to move the sewer line to facilitate the School expansion. 

Discussion regarding the city owned lot at 640 Gillis Ave N, the lot was obtained for $1.00 through a HUD program in 2000. The adjoining property 630 Gillis Ave N is State forfeited land, neither lot meets the minimum requirement to build based on current city zoning ordinance. The city has received inquiries from parties interested in the forfeited property wondering if the city lot would be available for purchase. The council indicated they would be interested in selling the property to an adjoining property owner to make a buildable lot, as we have no plan for its use.  There are assessments on both parcels.

Council requested Administration to work on Public Works succession planning, including making contacts with schools offering water/wastewater certification. It takes 5 years to obtain required certification, the council wants to be proactive about needs in the coming years.
