Citizens comments:  
Geroge Jagush offered the council his ideas of what could be done with the 525 Main St building. 
Dale Gimbel addressed the council with concerns regarding mowing his lot on 4th due to the slop. 
Russell Noland requested soil boring be done on 11th Street prior to the overlay scheduled for June 2019.

Department Reports:			
Liquor Store: Council received a report on finalizing the specs to get estimates for the Liquor Store flooring, and that approval was received from Public health to use LVT flooring.
Public Works: Council received a report on the 2018 improvement project, the Engineer provided a memo summarizing the status. 
Ambulance: Robert Toews addressed the council and went over a proposal to move the ambulance crew from writing paper MNStar (patient care) reports, to electronic entry. Lakewood health has recently signed a contract with a company for patient care software and will team with us to split the costs based on call volume. Sharing the cost with another entity makes this feasible financially, the upfront and ongoing costs were reviewed. Motion by Wieshalla, second by Santer to approve purchase of hardware, software and initial training costs for electronic MNStar entry for the ambulance. CU
Fire: Council received a report that the annual Township meeting is scheduled for 11/20/2018.

Other Business:  
Canvas Election Results – The City Council as the official canvasing board for the Browerville Precinct reviewed the election results for the City of Browerville. The Election results were certified and are on file with the City Clerk. Motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner to accept the Canvasing report. CU

Assessments to the County for unpaid ambulance and utility bills were discussed. Motion by Hannah, second by Iten to certify 3 ambulance and 2 unpaid utility bills to the County Auditor/Treasurer for collection on the property taxes. CU
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Pay request – Request for payment of services through 10/29/18, in the amount of $397,911.22 to RL Larson for the 2018 IP. Motion to approve payment by Wieshalla, second by Fenner, CU

Deferred assessments for the 2018 IP- Two deferral requests for unconnected utilities have been received. Motion by Wieshalla, second by Fenner to approve the deferrals per the April 2018 resolution setting the assessments. CU

Dialogue Items: 

Councilmen Fenner brought forward concerns regarding dogs running at large. A request to publish a reminder regarding our pet ordinance was made. 

Councilwoman Wieshalla requested that a notice also be published regarding snow removal as a reminder.
